I.  Call to order and approval of the agenda

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 am by President Opal Martin.

II. Approval of the last meetings minutes: The motion was made by Greg Coffey and seconded by Margie Stogdill.  It was unanimously approved. 

 

III. Treasurer’s report:  Max Blumeyer reported the projected balance remaining in the treasury at the end of 2014 will be under $4000.  Our present checkbook balance is $4586.56 with known upcoming expenditures of $658.00  He expects other expenditures for meeting and supplies and will bring the final number down into the range of $3600.00

 

IV. President’s Report:  Opal will ask if there are any nominations from the floor for the slate of officers on the Board, otherwise the Board will remain the same.

 

V.  Old Business:  Opal had a discussion with Frank Dowling, President’s Club, about our club fees.  As it stands dues cannot be split between men’s events and lady’s events. In 2015 everyone will sign off after they have read the rules for the golf course, including golf attire.  Greg was asked to look into replacing the ball washer on #1.
